Summary

Recent Western Historiography about Yugoslavia in Cold War

Key words: Balkan, Yugoslavia, Historiography, Cold War, Josip Broz
Tito

During the last decade, the historiography about the Cold war went
through fast development. One of its important characteristics is the increase
of the interest for the place and role of smaller countries in the turbulences of
the Cold War. However, the interest for the research of the position of smaller
countries in the Cold War was very often conditioned by the subjective assessment
of their importance for the analysis of global process and their relations with great
forces. The position of Yugoslavia during the Cold War was observed in this
way. Therefore, we should not be amazed by the fact that most of the space was
dedicated to the relations of Yugoslavia with two super forces. Other aspects of
Yugoslav foreign policy were most of the time observed in the process of the
analysis of global processes.

Western historians clearly emphasize the importance of the research of
the position of Yugoslavia in the Cold war. However, they did not have access
to the resources of Yugoslav origin and modest achievements of national
historiography were not accessible for them because of the series of limitations
and language barrier which could not be surmounted. In the thematic sense
western historiography shows increased tendency of the observation of certain
aspects of Yugoslav foreign policy, before all the aspect of the relations with two
super forces and non-aligned countries where national historiography can give
only small contribution.
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
